What the Lord is saying through the apostle Paul is that without total
conviction and dedication to the Lords will, sin will be just like those
weeds in your garden, they will flourish I And now Our Lord the
gardener takes control in Romans 6: 17-18 Thank God that though you
once chose to be slaves of sin, now you have obeyed with all your heart
the teaching to which God has committed you. And now you are free
from your old master, sin; and you have become slaves to your new
master , righteousness.
